ABC States
You will create a PowerPoint that focuses on one U.S. state. The presentation will include information about the state such as animals, landmarks, foods, and famous people. Save your PowerPoint as “ABC states” in your class folder.
Each slide, except the title slide and the last slide, will contain –

· Subtitle with the letters or topics for that slide

· two letters 
· two pictures

· short statement telling about the connection to the featured state   
Using the 26 letters of the alphabet, the following criteria need to be met.  

· All letters must relate to the selected state in some way and that connection must be stated.

A. 7 letters must be animals or plants commonly found in the state.

B. 7 letters must be places – towns, cities, or geographical landmarks (mountains, etc.)
C. 4 letters must be about famous people from your selected state – people who were either born or currently live in your location.
D. The remaining 8 letters are your choice, but must be state or country related.  Suggested ideas might be sports teams, famous events, foods associated with the location, state song, motto etc. 
If you cannot find anything that begins with that letter, you can use something as long as the letter is in the name.  For example, if you cannot find anything for X, you can use the town of HeliX or PhoeniX.  
You must fill out the Power Point Note Taking page BEFORE you may start on the PowerPoint.

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THINGS TO REMEMBER FOR A QUALITY POWERPOINT:

a. Capitalize the main words of every title and subtitle

b. Capitalize the beginning of each bullet

c. Use the same font style on each slide for subtitles and text
d. Don’t leave a lot of blank slide space.

e. Make the words large enough to be easily read

f. Don’t write too much!  

g. Copy pictures from the internet using the full quality picture, not the thumbnail.

h. Do not use abbreviations or text message shortcuts in writing!
i. Make sure to include: pictures, fonts and colors, a theme, transitions, and animations 

SUGGESTIONS FOR FINDING INFORMATION:

To find pictures, do a Google search on Images. Be specific in what you type into Google. 

Google: Famous people + your state name (use the + sign)

Google:   State nicknames, state animals, etc.
